
Request for Proposal – Speed Enforcement: Speed Signs to Law Enforcement Agencies
A. Program Description—Required
The Governor’s Highway Safety Program is pleased to announce the initial announcement for a Speed Enforcement Project to award and distribute Speed Signs to Law Enforcement agencies throughout Vermont. Reducing Crashes that are a result of speed is a priority for the Vermont Governor’s Highway Safety Program. The speed signs will be available for awarding to Municipal Police Departments and County Sheriff’s Department in a statewide project to combat excessive speed and aggressive driving. 
Vermont Governor's Highway Safety Program (GHSP) awards federal highway safety grant funds to improve highway safety and reduce deaths and serious injuries due to crashes. GHSP is also involved with the Vermont Highway Safety Alliance (VHSA) which has allowed us to build a network of highway safety professionals, working in collaboration to increase highway safety through these federally funded programs.
The programs administered through the GHSP are federally funded through the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). Our programs are defined and approved each year in the GHSP Highway Safety Plan (HSP) and align with the State’s Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP). Through these plans, we analyze data, identify problems, define emphasis areas, and set goals in order to administer funds to programs in a responsible manner in accordance with federal guidelines. 
B. Federal Award Information—Required
The total funding for this project will be: $224,000
We anticipate 20 agency awards. Award amounts will be maximum of $10,000 per awardee.
The anticipated start date is May 31, 2016 through September 30, 2016. This is the initial announcement for this project.
An agreement will be provided to with agencies who are selected for award.
NHTSA Funding is made available under Section 402 State and Community Highway Safety Funding.

C. Eligibility Information
1. Eligible Applicants—Required. State of Vermont Municipal Law Enforcement Agencies and County Sherriff’s Departments may apply. The speed signs will be available for awarding to Municipal Police Departments and County Sheriff’s Department in a statewide project to combat excessive speed and aggressive driving.
2. Cost Sharing or Matching—Required. The Governor’s Highway Safety Program will not require a 20% match, documented with the purchase of the equipment
3. Other—Required, if applicable. Each agency may submit a maximum of one application for review.
D. Application and Submission Information
1. Address to Request Application Package—Required.

Agencies are invited to submit completed applications by 4:30 PM May 15th, 2016.  Any deadline in terms of a date and local time. If the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or Federal holiday, the reporting package is due the next business day.  Completed applications, including a current copy of the agency’s insurance certificate should be emailed by the date due.

Postal applications will not be accepted.
The application must bear a signatures on the face page of the fiscal agent and the authorizing representative. 
3. Unique entity identifier and System for Award Management (SAM)—Required.
Each applicant (unless the applicant is an individual or Federal awarding agency that is excepted from those requirements under 2 CFR §25.110(b) or (c), or has an exception approved by the Federal awarding agency under 2 CFR §25.110(d)) is required to: (i) Be registered in SAM before submitting its application; (ii) provide a valid unique entity identifier in its application; and (iii) continue to maintain an active SAM registration with current information at all times.
Late Submissions:
Late applications are only considered under extenuating circumstances and a late application review is at the discretion of the GHSP Chief.
The State of Vermont e-mailing system will serve as the documentation of receipt date and time. The applicant may initiate and request an email receipt.
4. Funding Restrictions—Required. Direct costs for approved Speed Signs and Trailer related NHTSA approved equipment purchases. This Federal award will not allow reimbursement of pre-award costs.
E. Application Review Information
1. Criteria—Required. All complete applications, received by the deadline will be considered for funding. All applications will be scored and reviewed in a fair and consistent manner as outlined in the Governor’s Highway Safety Program Policies and Procedures. 
2. Administrative and National Policy Requirements—Required. Funding under NHTSA is pursuant to 2 CFR 200; State of Vermont Bulletin 5; 49 CFR Part 18; 23 CFR Subchapter J 924.1-924.15. A complete list of Administrative and National Policy Requirements will be detailed upon award in the sub-recipient agreement.
3. Reporting—Required. A Financial Report Form, a copy of the agency’s general ledger showing costs paid for the equipment and information regarding the equipment (i.e. serial number, asset list) may be requested by the awarding agency. A progress report with an explanation of how the equipment directly relates to Highway Safety use. These documents may be sent electronically or via postal mail on a monthly basis.
